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�x Flood Relief Funds: 

 

Now a days flood affected families have 
been displaced and its houses destructed. 
Many innocent people passed away and 
lost their lovely children in flood, as well 
as livestock have been dead and also lost. 
Agriculture side crops also damaged, now 
agricultural land is not remained to be able 
for cultivation. Affected people facing 
very terrific problems, especially they are 
looking for food, drinking water, health 
facilities and rehabilitation. In these 
horrific and difficult situations Govt. 
departments, national & International 
NGOs, citizens and all communities are 
engaged to collect relief funds and 
distribute among affected families. 
 

 
�x Sami foundation made decision to collect relief funds: 

Sami Foundation keeps on continuing steps forward to facilitate & support the deprived & 
marginalized communities. Sami Foundation deeply feels the sorrows, sadness & deprivation 
of flood affected people and hopes to facilitate and support on its level. In this regard Sami 
foundation called an emergency based meeting of all employees, presided by Executive 
Director. It was decided to postpone all organizational activities and prepared an effective 
strategy plan to collect relief funds for flood affected population.  
 

�x Formation of teams for collection funds: 
Sami Foundation considered that with out team work, it will be difficult to collect funds from 
different areas, so it was decided to form team network for collecting relief funds with in 
shorter time. Four teams were formed & each team based on 4-5 persons. Sami foundation 
facilitated & supported all employees and providing transport for collecting funds.

�x Assessed / targeted areas ( where to distribute): 
 

Before distribution Executive Director of Sami foundation Ghulam Mustafa Khoso visited 
flood affected areas (District Thatta) and also visited different established relief camps. 
Executive Director assessed during visit and observed suitable & reachable location/area 
(relief camps), during visit he observed relief camps, which are established in Thatta, 
Hyderabad and Badin Districts. After effective assessment & visit E.D sb shared his 
observation about the situation of relief camps. Finally it was considered & decided that 
Sami Foundation has to distribute its collected relief funds / materials in District Badin, 
Where above 50 relief camps are established. 

 
�x Distribution of funds in camps of flood affected people in Badin: 
 

It was a challenge for Sami Foundation 
to distribute all collected funds (food 
materials and other things) among 
affected population properly. It was 
threat, which Sami Foundation felt & 
already worked out about distribution 
after organizational assessment. Firstly, 
it was coordinated with NCHD officials 
for providing authentic information & 
status of camps, and also demands for 
volunteer services during distribution. 
NCHD department provided complete 
list of all camps with its data. After that 
10 camps were finalized for distribution. 
It was verified all the affected people 
through checking CNIC (original), then 
all flood affected people were received 
family package in line individually. It 
was observed discipline & patient in 
camps. There was not seen misconduct 
and disorganized atmosphere during 
distribution. It was called the name one 
by one loudly, each deserving affected 
person/women got its food materials. 
Sami Foundation distributed relief funds 
in below camps in Badin.

�¾ Ghulam Rasool Mallah from Jatti District Thatta  ,his family is settled in 

Sindhi Boys Primary School Badin, who shared his views and he said that 

flood has flew all pleasant moments, houses, livestock, crops , nothing is 

saved but my family, Govt. does not take care, there are not basic facilities, 

especially for women. He expressed that we need rehabilitation in our village; 

he said with open arms that Sami Foundation provided floor and other food 

materials for 10 days, before we were given food rashan for 2 or 3 days. He 

thanks to Sami Foundation behalf of all affected families. 

�¾ Ali Muhammed Lohar from Sajawal District Thatta,  his family is settled 

in Islamia College Badin with other 18 flood affected families. He expressed 

his views in these words “Flood displaced us from our homes & now we are 

facing many problems, there is not given floor, drinking water & health 

facilities, different diseases affecting our children. Govt. is not giving food 

and other facilities but NGOs take care & providing us food, medical 

assistances. We are optimist to be rehabilitated & we are thankful to Sami 

Foundation , which brought floor, rice, oil, and other thing especially Eid 

clothes and bracelets, our children and women will enjoy Eid celebration”. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 

�x Observation: 
 

Sami Foundation always face challenges in the past,  when heavy rain was fallen in 2006 , 

thousands of families were affected in barrage areas surrounding District Umerkot, That time 

Sami foundation not only facilitated affected families but provided shelters & food. Again 

Sami Foundation keeps on accepting challenge to provide food & other facilities to flood 

affected population. 

During assessment & distribution it was great felt that affected families are spending their 

lives in worst situation, many camps are adopted by District Govt. Badin but settled families 

looking for food, drinking water & health facilities. 

Govt. provides once time floor (Rashan), after they are not given rashan for 2-3 days, so 

those families running behind the rashan trucks/mazdas. Other NGOs has adopted many 

camps, food materials are being given by the time & there is effective monitoring, Schools of 

affected children and adult centers are running by NGOs. 

Some camps were found with out adoption by any Govt. and NGOs, so they are worst 

affected & looking for food. These affected people go to other adopted camps during the 

distribution of food & demand food; nothing is given to those people because they are not 

registered in that camp.
